Even if the bike 

seems to be shift-

ing gears okay, if 

the cable looks 

like this, it should 

be replaced!  

Use the 9 mm 

combo wrench to 

loosen the cinch 

bolt holding the 

cable in place.  

Use cable cutters 

to cut the  frayed 

end of the cable 

off.  
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You will  need to 

remove the cover 

of the shift lever to 

access the cable.  

Use the screwdriver 

to loosen the screw 

holding the top of 

the shift lever on.  

See where the old 

cable tip sticks 

out? This is where 

the new cable tip 

is going to be fed.           



 

 

Pull the old shifter 

cable out of the 

shift lever. You 

may need to use 

the needle -nose  

pliers to help.  

Prepare to feed 

the new shifter 

cable through 

the shifter lever 

by lining it up with 

the hole.  

Feed the new 

shifter cable 

through the slot.
